Law 54: Faced Opening Lead Out of Turn

Was offender
mistakenly informed
by an opponent ?
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When an opening lead is faced out of turn, and offender’s partner leads
face down, the director requires the faced down lead to be retracted.
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If dummy exposed cards during the auction
(Law 24), declarer may refuse the out of turn lead.

If offender ’s partner leads before declarer

selects an option, this card is also penalized.
